South Link: SeaTac Airport to South 200th Street

Dear Secretary LaHood:
As a resident of the Puget Sound region, I am writing to urge you to support and fully fund Sound Transit’s application for TIGER III funding to be the last-dollar-in for the extension of light rail from SeaTac Airport to South 200th Street.
	The success of light rail in the Puget Sound region has been dramatic.  The region has voted to support its growth, and with this accelerated extension, the north-south light rail line in 2016 will grow in total to over 20 miles, connecting even more people to their jobs, families, and resources.
