Bellevue
1. Do you favor a light rail tunnel through downtown Bellevue? If so, how should the City of Bellevue pay its share of the additional cost?
Absolutely yes! A Downtown light rail tunnel is key to retaining and improving Downtown Bellevue and the region's mobility while preserving grade separated capacity for potential future light rail lines through Downtown Bellevue. The City of Bellevue should pay its share of additional costs through waiving permit fees, allowing Sound Transit to use city owned right of way for construction staging, and other staff recommendations.

2. If the funding challenges for a tunnel prove insurmountable, do you favor building Sound Transit’s surface alternative through Downtown Bellevue?
The funding challenges are not insurmountable, all it takes is the political will to build the tunnel. But if the current council's ideology gets in the way of a funding solution then I do favor building surface alternative C11A. It's time to start designing and building the project, not the time to continue “studying” to kill.

  X     I believe we need different, more stable and progressive taxing authority for transit. Different taxes work best in different situations and it would be hard to identify any taxing authority which should be allocated by the state without an entire package. 

3. Cities have begun to launch “road diets”, in which four-lane arterials are converted into two lane roads with a center turn lane and bike lanes. Supporters claim this improves bicycle safety, pedestrian safety, and traffic flow by taking left turns out of traffic. Opponents claim this increases congestion. Broadly speaking, do you support or oppose these projects?

I support these concepts because they increase traffic throughput and complete street safety. However it must be noted that most Bellevue arterials have center turn lanes and bike lanes. We need to work on adding bike lanes Downtown and in other parts of the city.

4. Should the state toll I-90 to balance demand and raise additional revenue?
Yes. Traffic demand modeling shows 40% diversion to I-90 if tolls are only implemented on SR-520. If tolls are implemented on I-90 and SR-520, not only is congestion reduced on I-90 and SR-520, it reverts commuters back to their most optimal commutes and increases region-wide mobility. 

5. Do you support Tim Eyman’s I-1125?
No. We need light rail on I-90, we need variable tolling on SR-520, and we need to keep Washington Rolling. I would never support an Eyman initiative.

Land Use
1. What principles are most important in determining what density limits should apply to a neighborhood?
The historic nature of the neighborhood, development potential of the neighborhood, and support of developers. We're not going to build transit infrastructure where I live in Woodridge the same way we're not going to up-zone Woodridge or Surrey Downs. Corridors like Bel-Red and Eastgate I-90 are where Bellevue needs to work with developers and calculate the infrastructure carrying capacity.

2. Are zoning decisions best made at the city level, as they are currently made?
Zoning decisions are best made working with the local community, developers, and the City while acknowledging the need for infrastructure. Bellevue is doing a good job of upzoning Bel-Red and Eastgte I-90, why should we take away local control when the 60-20-20 plan we currently have is working wel?

3. Are transit priority treatments for buses (signal priority, queue jumps, bus lanes) a worthwhile expenditure of tax dollars?
Yes, but only if it improves mobility and reduces costs in the long run for the transit agency. However priority treatments must be done in a partnership with the transit agencies, Bellevue will not pay for priority treatment 100% out of its own pocket.
